Sunscreen: Send your child to school with sunscreen on AND send sunscreen to be applied. Sunscreen must be within its expiration date (double-check before buying). A medication form must be completed before it can be applied at school. See me for a form. 





Nap Time: On Monday, please send a blanket and sheet. Children are most comfortable with their own items.





Food & Drinks: Please refrain from bringing food, drinks, or toys from home. All water cups should be labeled with the child’s name.





Late Fees: Pick-up at 6 PM is $5 per minute. Please plan accordingly and communicate if you’re running behind.
